1. Rules


This regatta will be organized by Flat Earth Racing and J/22 Fleet 37, governed by the 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing, the Class Rules of the International J/22 Class Association, this Notice of Race, except as any of these is altered by the Sailing Instructions, and the Sailing Instructions.

2. Eligibility And Entry


This Regatta is open to all J/22 boats that possess a valid measurement certificate. Membership in the Class Association is required for all owners and skippers. The completed entry form must be received by Flat Earth Racing not later than 1700 hours, Tuesday, February 8, 2005 to avoid a late fee. Entries will be accepted up to the close of the check-in period with the payment of the late entry fee. A registration form is included with this Notice Of Race.

3. Schedule Of Events


Wednesday, February 23: 1200-1700 – Check-in and competitor weigh-in 



Wednesday, February 23: 1800 - Competitors’ Welcome and Party


Thursday, February 24: 1000 - One to Three races


Friday, February 25: 1000 - One to Four races


Saturday, February 26: 1000 - One to Two races

No races will be started after 1300 on Saturday, and the prize giving party is scheduled for 1500.

All boats must be launched by 1800 Wednesday, February 23 and must stay in the water until the end of the regatta unless a change is approved by the Jury Chair. Careening and dive cleaning shall not be permitted between the deadline for launching and the completion of the regatta.

7. Sailing Instructions

Sailing instructions will be available at the time of check-in.

8. Regatta Site And Racing Area.

The regatta site will be the Shake-A-Leg Miami facility located at 2620 South Bayshore Drive, Coconut Grove, Florida. Racing will take place on Biscayne Bay.

9.  Scoring

The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A, will be in use. Three races will constitute a regatta. Nine races are planned. If six or more races are completed, there will be one throw-out.

10. Alternative Penalties

Alternative penalties will apply. Do not forget your yellow flag.
